All children, teenagers and young adults should receive a
good education. All should be able to participate in leisure
activities and events.

The Education and Participation Package pays for school
events and for participation in leisure activities, sports and
cultural activities.

Who is entitled to benefits from the
Education and Participation Package?

Young people whose parents receive one of the
following allowances:

e Unemployment Benefit Il (in accordance with Book Il
of the German Social Code — SGB Il -)

¢ Basic Income Support (in accordance with Book XII
of the German Social Code — SGB XII -)

e Children’s Allowance
¢ Housing Benefit

e Benefits according to the Asylum Seekers Benefits Act

The following persons are entitled to benefits:

e School pupils up to the age of 25 years
(for leisure activities up to the age of 18 years)

e Children attending day centres or day care facilities

e School pupils who are not in receipt of a
training allowance
